WCCC Names Outstanding Teacher 7 Rebecca
Gediminskas

Westmoreland County Community
College Professor of Nursing Rebecca
Gediminskas of Irwin recently received the
2009-2010 WCCC Outstanding Teaching Award.

WCCC President Daniel ]J. Obara presented
her with the award in recognition of her teaching
excellence; leadership within the college as well
as her discipline and profession; contributions to
curricular development, professional
development and instructional innovations; and
contributions to the community.

Gediminskas, who holds bachelor’s and
master’s degrees in nursing from the University
of Pittsburgh, teaches second-level WCCC
nursing students chronic illness content,
supervises students in clinical settings, evaluates
student progress through didactic and clinical
skill testing, and teaches the nursing capstone
course, Manager of Care, along with numerous
other classes.

Gediminskas uses a multiple teaching
styles, tools and technology to help her students
learn course content, including posting short
videos to YouTube. Her students report that the
videos provide a visual to help them recall her
lecture content. Her video topics range from

“how the immune system works” to preparing a
patient for radiation therapy.

Because the nursing course content is
difficult and immense, she builds remediation
into her classes, including preparatory
assignments and study guides that provide the
theoretical framework for the critical thinking,
analysis and synthesis for her exams.

In her nomination of Gediminskas,
nursing student Heidi Meason states the
professor “provides examples, scenarios and
mnemonic devices for even the most
complicated nursing material.”

“Outside of the classroom she’s more than
willing to answer questions, figure out problems
or just listen to someone in need. She goes above
and beyond to make sure her students have a
good understanding of the content in lectures
and of the clinical unit,” Meason wrote.

Active within the college, Gediminskas
has served on numerous committees including:
Achieving the Dream-Developmental Courses
subcommittee; athletic advisory; Freshman Fair;
Student Services; Middle States Self-Study; and
numerous search committees for nursing faculty.

Her professional memberships include
the Pennsylvania League for Nursing, Sigma
Theta Tau (nursing honor society), and the
Pennsylvania State Education Association. Other
honors include being nominated for “Who’s Who
Among America’s Teachers,” “Who’s Who in
Medicine and Healthcare,” “Who’s Who in
American Education” and Who’s Who of
American Women.”

Within the community, Gediminskas has
served on the Norwin School Board since 2001
and maintains memberships in several
organizations including the American Cancer
Society, the American Heart Association, March
of Dimes and the North Huntingdon Democratic
Club among others.

This is Gediminskas’ second WCCC
Outstanding Teaching Award, having first earned
itin 1999.

Boys Scouts of America Founded: 100t

Anniversary. Feb. 8, 1910. The Boy Scouts of
America was founded at Washington, DC by
William Boyce, based on the work of Sir Robert
Baden-Powell with the British Boy Scout
Association.

February 9
Union Officers Escape Libby Prison:

Anniversary. Feb. 9, 1864. On this date 109
Union officers escaped from Libby Prison at
Richmond, VA, in the largest and most dramatic
prisoner of war escape of the Civil War. The
Libby Prison was the former Libby & Sons candle
factory. Forty-eight of the men were recaptured,
two drowned and fifty-nine successfully made it
back to Federal lines.

February 10
Civilian Auto Production Halted: Anniversary.

Feb. 10, 1942. The production of civilian
automobiles was halted on this date. Auto plants
were used exclusively to build tanks, jeeps and
aircraft until 1945. Contracts were determined
on a cost-plus basis under the direction of the
War Production Board.

Jennifer Aniston, 41, actress (“Friends,” The

Good Girl), born Sherman Oaks, CA, Feb. 11,
1969.

February 12
Senate Acquits Clinton: Anniversary. Feb. 12,

1999. After President William Clinton was
impeached by the US House of Representatives,
the Senate began a January trial on the charges of
perjury and obstruction of justice. On this date
the Senate acquitted Clinton.

February 13
First Magazine Published In America:

Anniversary. Feb. 13, 1741. Andrew Bradford
published The American Magazine in just three
days ahead of Benjamin Franklin’s General
Magazine.

February 14
National Have-A-Heart Day. The goal of this

celebration of life is to create a new
consciousness concerning the impact of our food
choices on the environment, world hunger,
animal welfare and human health—especially
heart health. Vegetarian diets increase longevity
and help prevent—and even reverse—heart
disease. Total vegetarians live about 15 years
longer than non-vegetarians and suffer less than
one-tenth the heart disease death rate of non-
vegetarians.

Feb. 19, 1945. Beginning at dawn, the landing of
30,000 American troops took place on the barren
12-square-mile island of Iwo Jima. Initially there
was little resistance, but 21,500 Japanese stood
ready underground to fight to the last man to
protect massive strategic fortifications linked by
tunnels.

Closest Approach of a Comet to Earth:

Anniversary. Feb. 20, 1491. An unnamed comet
came within 860,000 miles (.0094 AU) of Earth
on this date. By comparison, the closest
approach that Halley’s Comet made to Earth was
