WCCC Dental Hygiene Clinic to Host Dental
Hygiene Sealant Program for Kids
In cooperation with the

\‘ Association, the Westmoreland
County Community College Dental

Hygiene Program will host a free children's
dental sealant program Saturday, January 30 in
the Dental Hygiene Clinic in Science Hall at the
college's Youngwod campus.

On "Sealant Saturday,”" WCCC dental
hygiene students and members of the
Pennsylvania Dental Hygienists' Association
(PDHA) will provide free oral health exams and
place clear sealants on children's permanent
back teeth. Oral hygiene research shas that a
tooth sealantz a thin plastic materialz when
applied to the biting surface of molar acts as a
physical barrier to prevent oral bacteria from
collecting and creating the environment that
allows decay to develop.

Sealant Saturday is free and opeto
children ages 6 through 14; appointments are
required.

WCCC is one of 25 dental hygiene
academic clinics in Pennsylvania participating in
this public health outreach program. Last year,
Sealant Saturday served 400 underserved and
uninsured children in the state.

Hours for Sealant Saturday are 9 a.m. to
2 p.m. Appointments are required and are
limited.
