Emergency Calls

those who may need to reach you know your 

personal information and to be prepared to disclose 

their name and relationship to the student. 

A call should be made to the Student 

Development Office, (724) 925-4057 so that an 

emergency message can be delivered to you.  The 

office will try to contact students in their scheduled 

classes. 

Please keep in mind that an emergency is 

considered to be a crisis situation, such as severe

        It is up to the student to

Class Attendance

directly affects achievement and expects the 
student to attend all course work and arrange 
to make up work as specified in the course 
syllabus.  Should a student require an 
extended absence  (see Student Illness)
